RULES:
If a hog shown in Jr. Fair is entered into Sr. Fair, it must
be entered in the same type of show, market to market,
breeding to breeding.

1.

All Morrow County open show swine move in on Monday
and animals can be released Wednesday after the show
is over or until 3 PM. If exhibitor chooses not to leave
Wednesday, the animals must remain until all hogs sell
on Monday. The Sr. Fair department head must be
notified if an animal is being taken home. 

2.

If an illness is in the barn and quarantine happens, it will
be the owners responsibility to feed, water and bed
animals until released. Owner is responsible for clean
pens during and after quarantine.

3.

CARCASS SHOWRULES:
Please read General Rules.1.
Limit of two entries per season pass.2.
Barrows and Gilts are eligible.  3.
Cryptorchids and late castrates will be disqualified in the carcass class.4.
Premiums to be paid on carcass placing only.5.
Exhibitors of each carcass will be provided the following info: (1) 10th Rib fat thickness (2) Square inches of loin
areas (3) Hot weight at butchering (4) Carcass weight (5) % lean.

6.

Hogs should be farrowed after January 15, 2024.7.
Judging will be based on total percent muscle of carcass. Hogs meeting the following required measurements will
be awarded top places: Minimum: 5.0 sq. in loin eye Maximum: 1.0 inch fat over 10th rib.

8.

All carcass animals should be at Links Country Meats on Monday, September 2, 2024 at 7 PM. Hogs can be viewed
on Wednesday, September 4, 2024 at 6 PM.  Links  Country Meats will not buy the hogs.
